I t  was the f irst  environmental  protection NGO 

in  China with a  membership comprised mainly  of  entrepreneurs  who are  dedicated to  prac t ic ing corporate 

social responsibility.

In 2008, SEE Foundation was established with the mission of supporting and nurturing Chinese environmental 

c i v i l  s o c i e t y  o r g a n i z a t i o n s ,  a n d  f a c i l i t a t e  a  l e a r n i n g  p l a t fo r m  fo r  e n t re p re n e u r s ,  N G O s  a n d  t h e  p u b l i c  t o 

engage in environmental protection and sustainable development. 

At  the  end of  2014,  SEE  Foundat ion became a  publ ic  fundrais ing foundat ion wor k ing on three  main  areas, 

namely  deser t i f icat ion control ,  c l imate  and business  susta inabi l i t y,  as  wel l  as  ecosystem conser vat ion and 

nature  educat ion.  Whi le  the scope of  i ts  work  cont inues  to  expand,  SEE Foundat ion is  f i rmly  committed to 

supporting the environmental cause of China’s civil society.

L a s t  ye a r,  we  we l c o m e d  t h e  1 5 t h a n n i ve r s a r y  o f  S E E .  1 5  ye a r s  a g o,  l e d  b y  o u r  fo r m e r 
President LIU Xiaoguang and awaken by a grain of sand, the Chinese entrepreneur group 
o f f i c i a l l y  e n t e re d  t h e  e nv i ro n m e n t a l  p u b l i c  we l f a re  d o m a i n  a n d  b e g a n  t o  t a k e  m o re 
social  responsibil it ies.  Today,  SEE has attracted more entrepreneurs to par ticipate in the 
environmental protection undertaking by constantly improving internal governance. We are 
taking firm steps along the path of environmental public welfare, attracting more attention 
and support, and expanding our influence. 

In 2019, we established project centers at a faster pace. With f ive new project centers in 
Taihu Lake, Liaoning, Tianjin,  Xinjiang and Hebei regions, the 28 project centers watched 
over the local water and soil, actively explored and improved local environmental projects, 
and effectively gave play to the capabilities and resources of local entrepreneurs, so as to 
spread greenness to every corner of the country. 

In 2019, our environmental projects developed vigorously. From safeguarding the water source 
for 700 million people in the central of Qinghai-Tibet Plateau to ecological conservation of 
mid-stream Yangtze River,  from protecting wetlands and endangered water birds on the 
southeast coast to biodiversity protection in southwest mountain region, our environmental 
projects in different regions continued to focus on key environmental issues.

2019 was the f irst  year of smooth operation for our Aleshan Foundation. The foundation 
continuously improved its  governance structure,  consolidated,  and gave ful l  play to the 
resources and innovative spirit of entrepreneurs, and explored ways to provide long-term 
sustainable support to public welfare projects through innovative and diverse means.

We  m a d e  m o r e 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p r e s e n c e ,  e x p a n d e d  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p a r t n e r s h i p s ,  a n d  s e t  u p  o u r  f i r s t 
international advisory committee. At UNEA, UN Climate Action Summit, UNCCC… we linked 
the world with publ ic  welfare and showcased the growth journey and achievements of 
Chinese environmental organizations.

SEE Conser vation  were passed by the annual  Members '  Assembly in Qingdao on 10 November 2019.  The 
Representative Assembly system was officially established and SEE ushered in a major reform of governance, 
a c h i e v i n g  a  b re a k t h ro u g h  i n  o rg a n i z a t i o n a l  d e ve l o p m e n t  i n  te r m s  o f  e q u a l  p a r t i c i p a t i o n ,  d e m o c ra t i c 
decision-making, checks and balance and transparency.

At  the 2019 Annual  Members'  Assembly,  ten motions including the topical  Method of 
Election and Organization of  Representative Assembly of  SEE Conser vation  and the related Amendment to the Char ter  were 
al l  passed,  s ignifying the off ic ial  establ ishment of  the Representat ive Assembly system and mark ing a milestone reform in 
organizational governance.

Over the 15 years, SEE grew from 67 founding members to more than 900 entrepreneur members today. Every new entrepreneur 
member brings in new possibi l i t ies.  From ful l  coverage of  environmental  projects to innovation of  models,  we did not l imit 
ourselves to explorations of environmental public welfare, but applied corporate management and market principles in SEE for 
exploration of organizational governance and sustainable development.

In 2019, SEE established 5 new project centers for Taihu Lake, Liaoning, Tianjin, Xinjiang, and Hebei regions, bringing the total 
number to 28. Every new project center injected new force into the sustainable development of the environmental protection 
cause.  At the same time, existing centers got involved and shared experience to suppor t establishment and development of 
new centers.

This project is expected to create the synergy for the restoration of 133,333 
hectares of desert vegetation by planting 100 million psammophyte, mainly 
represented by Suosuo (Halox ylon ammodendron)  in  the cr i t ical  eco -
regions in Alxa over the decade from 2014 to 2023. The local ecological 
e nv i r o n m e n t  w i l l  h e n c e  b e  i m p r o v e d  a n d  t h e  e x p a n s i o n  o f  d e s e r t s 
contained.  Meanwhile, the derived economic value of these suosuo trees 
will also help raise the local herders'living standards. By the end of 2019, a 
total of 55.76 million sand plants represented by Suosuo had been planted, 
covering an area of about 76,400 hectares. Of which, 38,900 hectares of 
planted area was rated to be qualified in 2014-2017, while the remaining 
37,500 hectares is waiting for acceptance.

Groundwater Conservation

This project is  designed to reduce the exploitation of  groundwater by 
a gr i c u l t u ra l  a c t i v i t i e s  t h ro u g h  t h e  p ro m o t i o n  o f  wate r- s av i n g  c ro p s 
and water-sav ing technologies ,  jo int ly  promote  the  implementat ion 
of  re levant  water-sav ing pol ic ies  by  wor k ing with  the  re levant  loca l 
governmental authorities, and finally realize the balance of groundwater 
collection and supplement in the agricultural oasis area of Alxa. On the 
premise of rational use of groundwater, the project actively explores new 
environmental ly  f r iendly  agr icultural  development models  and helps 
f a r m e r s  b ro a d e n  t h e i r  i n c o m e  c h a n n e l s  s o  a s  t o  u l t i m a t e l y  a c h i e ve 
protection of groundwater and growth of farmer's income. By the end of 
2019, a total of 1,625 hectares of water-saving millet had been promoted, 
with a  total  output  of  6 ,924 tons and 556 farmers  par t ic ipat ing in  i t , 
saving more than 12 million cubic meters of water.

Green Supply Chains

By means of  green procurement,  real  estate  enterpr ises  promote the 
environmental  rec t i f icat ion and improvement  of  upstream suppl iers , 
thus  real iz ing the reduc t ion of  pol lut ion and carbon emiss ion of  the 
overall  supply chain.  From its launch in June 2016 to the end of 2019, 
100 real  estate enterprises joined in the project and launched a green 
p r o c u r e m e n t  a c t i o n  p l a n  f o r  7  c a t e g o r i e s  a n d  a  " w h i t e  l i s t "  f o r  4 
categories. A total of 3,669 "white list" enterprises and China Urban Realty 
Association (CURA) jointly promoted the CNY5.1 bill ion of procurement 
to meet environmental compliance requirements. In addition to the real 
estate industr y,  the project also suppor ts green chain actions in other 
industries such as household appliances.

Blue Defenders

B y  t h e  e n d  o f  2 0 1 9 ,  t h e  p ro j e c t  h a d  d i re c t l y  s u p p o r te d  5 3  f i r s t - l i n e 
organizations engaged in environmental protection and public welfare 
industr ies  nationwide to become "Blue Defenders".  Through measures 
like law enforcement by the authority, green supply chain among others, 
6 ,069 enterpr ises  f rom 364 c i t ies  across  China were dr iven to  rec t i fy 
their operation. From 2013 to 2018, Blue Defenders provided a total of 
more than CNY50 mil l ion to aid project par tners,  including more than 
C N Y 2 5  m i l l i o n  t o  s u p p o r t  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  d a t a b a s e .  A t  p r e s e n t ,  t h e 
environmental  database suppor ted by Blue Defender covers  3 mil l ion 
enterprises in China with more than 1.4 billion pieces of data.

Since i ts  inception in 2012,  the projec t  has suppor ted more than 104 
l o c a l  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  p r o t e c t i o n  o r g a n i z a t i o n s  t o  p a r t i c i p a t e  i n  t h e 
protection network, covering 117,446 square kilometers of area protected. 
Th e  m o d e l  o f  p ro m o t i n g  co m m u n i t y  p a r t i c i p at i o n  i n  p ro te c t i o n  h a s 
included in the "Master Plan for Integrated Conservation Experiment in 
Sanjiangyuan". In the next 5 years, the project will establish a protection 
network with existing partners, further enhance cooperation, establish a 
community interaction network model, maintain the authenticity of the 
natural ecosystem in the Sanjiangyuan Region to realize the harmonious 
c o e x i s t e n c e  o f  h u m a n  a n d  n a t u r e  i n  t h e  s a m e  r e g i o n ,  a n d  p r o t e c t 
China's  most  unique plateau ecosystem and the water  source  of  700 
million people.

Free Flying Wings

By the end of 2019, the project had supported 62 organizations in total 
to carr y out wetland patrols and bird sur veys nearly 3,700 t imes at 86 
wetland protection programs, protecting over 3,400 square k i lometers 
bird habitats, submitted more than 100,000 pieces of bird survey results 
w i t h  a  to t a l  o f  m o re  t h a n  6 0 0  b i rd  s p e c i e s  re co rd e d,  a n d  s u b m i t te d 
more than 1,300 records of  poaching,  pol lution and development and 
construction that threaten bird habitats, organized more than 600 nature 
education activities, covering a total of more than 140,000 people.

Save the Smile of Yangtze River

With the support of the Ministry of Agriculture, the project has initially 
establ i shed an Ass is tance  Patro l  System.  B y  the  end of  2019,  a  tota l 
of  86 f ishermen had given up f ishing and transferred to  be ass istant 
patrol  guards,  guarding 9 demonstration sites along the Yangtze River 
and in Dongting Lake and Poyang Lake and patrol l ing distance up to 
400,000 kilometers in the whole year in total.  The project launched 531 
special operations to combat illegal fishing, cooperated with the fishery 
administration and the public security authority to carry out 267 large-
scale joint law enforcements, rescued stranded Finless Porpoise for 3 times, 
removed various illegal equipment for fishing Finless Porpoise, confiscated 
more than 300 sets of electric fishing equipment, dismantled more than 
1 , 0 0 0  s m a l l  a n d  l a rg e  t r a p s ,  re m ove d  m o re  t h a n  2 0 , 0 0 0  c u s to m i ze d 
bamboo poles and seized more than 20,000 roller hooks.

Green Starters

Th e  "G re e n  St a r te r s  Fu n d i n g  S c h e m e "  i s  d e d i c ate d  to  ex p l o r i n g  a n d 
suppor t ing star t-up environmental  protec tion & publ ic  welfare teams 
hoping to be organized so as to promote the environmental protection 
and publ ic  welfare  industr ies  to  be more healthy and divers i f ied and 
finally achieve the objectives of ecological environment protection and 
sustainable development.  From the inception of the project in 2012 to 
the end of 2019, the project funded a total of 343 start-up organizations 
engaged in  envi ronmenta l  protec t ion  and publ ic  wel fare  industr ies , 
with a total funding amount of more than CNY32.5 million. These "Green 
Star ters"  are distr ibuted in 31 provinces and regions across China and 
a r e  p l a y i n g  a c t i v e  r o l e s  i n  m a n y  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  p r o t e c t i o n - r e l a t e d 
fields such as ecological protection, pollution prevention, environmental 
education, waste reduction, etc.

Growing Up Together

By tutoring and accompanying the key talents of start-up environmental 
protection organizations, the project of "Growing Up Together" supports 
them to  be  the  leading st rength in  regions  and re lated i ssues.  From 
2013 till  now, the project has funded a total of 67 partners by investing 
over  CNY23 mil l ion,  and 145 instruc tors  of  the projec t  have provided 
more than 12,700 hours of volunteer service. The sub-brand "Carnival of 
Growing Up Together" has successfully held 32 events in 25 cities across 
China and more than 34 mill ion people participated in the events both 
online and offline.

Noah's Ark

By the end of 2019, the project had established 3 overall  conser vation 
area projects in the regions with most abundant biodiversity in Yunnan, 
c o m p l e t e d  " Y u n n a n  S n u b - n o s e d  M o n k e y  (R h i n o p i t h e c u s  b i e t i ) 
M onitor ing R epor t  in  the Whole  R egion"  which had been passed the 
review by exper ts.  The project also set up a demonstration protection 
of  Green Peafowl  (Pavo muticus )  in  the middle  and upper  reaches  of 
Yuanjiang River in central  Yunnan and advocated to form a protection 
a l l iance.  The projec t  provided t ra in ing for  a  tota l  of  3 ,500 people  in 
n o r t h w e s t  Yu n n a n  a b o u t  C h i n e s e  b e e  (A p i s  c e r a n a )  b r e e d i n g  a n d 
e n d a n g e r e d  C h i n e s e  h e r b a l  m e d i c i n e  p l a n t i n g  a n d  d o n a t e d  4 , 2 0 0 
beehives  and more  than 150,000 Chinese  her bal  medic ine  seedl ings 
for vi l lagers.  In addition,  the project restored 333.33 hectares of Asian 
Elephant (Elephas maximus Linnaeus ) habitat.

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In 2019, Council  of SEE Conser vation, SEE Foundation and Aleshan Foundation voted 
to pass  the Management Measures  of  SEE on I nvestment Ac t iv it ies  to Preser ve and 
I ncrease Value  and set  up a  specia l  I nvestment  Committee to  provide profess ional 
guidance to the investment and finance of the Aleshan Foundation.

Establishing a Special Investment Committee

In 2019 which was the f irst  year of the Aleshan Foundation, the priority was to lay a 
sol id  foundat ion by establ ishing good internal  governance.  To strengthen internal 
governance, the Council  and Board of Directors of SEE Conser vation were lent to the 
foundation for better coordination, efficiency, organization, and professionalism. 

In 2019, the Aleshan Foundation got qualified for pre-tax deduction of public welfare 
donat ions  in  2018 and for  tax  exemption as  a  nonprof i t  organizat ion in  Shenzhen 
(2018-2022). The fourth meeting of the 1 st Council passed 31 bylaws including Project 
M a n a g e m e n t  M e a s u r e s ,  D e d i c a t e d  Fu n d  M a n a g e m e n t  M e a s u r e s ,  M a n a g e m e n t 
Measures for Accepting Donations , and Financial Control System .

Getting Qualified for Tax Deduction and Exemption

In 2019, Aleshan Foundation built a diversified assets allocation system 
according to  the  moder n investment  por t fo l io  theor y,  to  achieve  an

+ bonds + alternative products l ike quants".  Progress of the diversif ied 
assets allocation effectively lowered opportunity cost of public welfare 
funds and improved utilization efficiency and returns.

In June 2019,  af ter  init ia l  invest igation and in l ine with local  pover ty 
a l lev iat ion plans  and needs,  Aleshan Foundat ion decided to  sponsor 
the "one on one" assistance to vi l lagers of  Menggentalagacha Vi l lage, 
Barunbiel i  Town,  Alxa Lef t  Banner  f rom 2019-2020.

Project Progress

I n 2019,  the Center  jo ined forces  with several  other 
organizat ions to launch the "Guarding our Southern 
E l v e s - L i n g n a n  E n d a n g e r e d  S p e c i e s  C o n s e r v a t i o n " 
project. After a year, three subprojects including Pangolin 
Conservation, Investigation and promotion on Wintering 
Places for Yellow-breasted Bunting (Emberiza aureola)  
and Wholphin Research. A community workstation was 
set for pangolin conservation in Huidong. So far, 40 line 
transects have completed,  ranging from 6 vi l lages in 
12,000 square meters. 60 cameras with infrared triggers 
were installed and a 16-member patrol based on local 
rangers was formed. 10 kilometers long patrol road and 
5 bridges were repaired, and many warning signs were 
installed. The workstation worked with forest police to 
f ight poaching by removing beast  traps and turning 
away poachers.  I t  brought in ex ternal  resources l ike 
conservation education in villages and compensation of 
carbon sinks, and tried to resolve human-wildlife conflict 
in conservation areas, with significant results. 

In December 2019, Yellow-breasted Bunting Wintering 
Area Monitoring Project conducted the first survey in 21 
cities and gave lectures on wildlife protection in primary 
and middle schools.

In 2019, "Guarding our Southern Elves", the Endangered 
Species Conservation Project in Lingnan was launched 
on the Tencent 99 Giving Day Platform. Writers  from 
Guokr,  popular science writers,  bands and presenters 
were invited to be spokesperson for the project.

In  terms of  execution,  the Center  joined forces with

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Hubei Project Center
The Hubei Project Center was established in July 2015. On 26 March 2016, Aleshan Foundation and 38 
entrepreneurs of the SEE Conservation launched the Hubei Changjiang Conservation Foundation (CCF), 
which was the first private environmental foundation initiated by the private sector in Hubei province. 
By  conduc t ion conser vat ion work  focused on saving endangered species  l ike  Finless  Porpoise  and 
Baer's Pochard (Aythya baeri ) ,  it  aims to support the development of environmental NGOs and build a 
societal platform of participation for entrepreneurs, universities, research institutes, NGOs and the public. 
I t  won the 2019 Ford Motor Company Conser vation and Environmental Grants,  China, for the societal 
participation in Finless Porpoise and the potential of making the pilot Finless Porpoise patrol part of the 
government system. As of the end of 2019, the Center has 69 members.

In 2019,  "Save the Smile of Yangtze" Finless Porpoise 
C o n s e r v a t i o n  P r o j e c t  s i g n e d  a g r e e m e n t s  w i t h  9 
ass ist  patrol  s tat ions  and 84 ass ist  patrolmen.  They 
completed a patrolled mileage of 444,923.14 kilometers 
a n d  h a d  1 , 1 9 7  p o r p o i s e  s i g h t i n g s .  T h e y  h e l p e d 
authorities stop 531 illegal fishing activities. They also 
saved 1 83  Yangtze  Sturgeon (Ac ipenser  dabr yanus ) 
and found 6 accidental deaths of porpoise, all of which 
were referred to the Institute of Hydrobiology,  CASE, 
immediately. The assist patrol program was carried out 
for 3 years and started to transform from a pilot project 
to a system demonstration.

I n  t e r m s  o f  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  e x c h a n g e ,  t h e  p o r p o i s e 
project  team vis ited I r rawaddy River  in Myanmar for 
a  study tour  on the conser vat ion I r rawaddy dolphin 
(Orcael la  brev i rostr i s )  and s igned an MOU with  the 
W i l d l i f e  C o n s e r v a t i o n  S o c i e t y  ( W C S )  i n  2 0 1 9 .  T h e 
project was also invited by the Ministry of Agriculture 
to  attend the I nternat ional  Symposium on Fisher ies 
hosted by UNFAO in Rome. 

I n  2 0 1 9 ,  t h e  y e a r l o n g  " B a e r ' s  P o c h a r d  H a b i t a t 
Conservation" project completed the baseline survey of 
the Fuhe wetland habitat, with 27 field trips and covering 
plants, birds, amphibians, beasts, insects, mollusks, and 
large soil animals.

Under  the leadership of  government,  funded by the 
Center, managed by NGO and executed by community 
residents, two patrol teams were officially established 
in Fuhe wetland of Wuhan and Fanwan Lake wetland 
of  Qianj iang.  The smar t  monitor ing system of  Baer 's 
Pochard was also initially set up.

Based on recommendat ions  on projec t  des ign f rom

organizations, 8 project topics on habitat conservation

case study with participants from around the world.

Established in August 2015,  the Inner Mongolia Project Center aims to lead local  entrepreneurs and 
mobilize social forces for desertification control, grassland ecological restoration, wetland conservation, 
forest protection, and public education on ecological resources. With branded projects like "100 Million 
Suosuo",  "Groundwater Conser vation" and "Ulan Buh Eco-Education Base",  the Center contr ibutes to 
building a green ecological barrier in the North. As of the end of 2019, the Center has 31 members.

Heilongjiang Project Center
Established in August 2018, the Heilongjiang Project Center focuses on garbage sorting and chum Big Pacific-
salmon (Oncorhynchus keta) Conservation projects. As of the end of 2019, the Center has 17 members.

In 2019, the Center donated garbage sorting stations 
to 65 communities in Harbin city,  covering 7 districts

I n  J a n u a r y  2 0 1 9 ,  S h a n s h u i  C o n s e r v a t i o n  C e n t e r 
c o n d u c t e d  t h e  f i r s t  d a t a  c o l l e c t i o n  f r o m  i n f r a r e d 
cameras in 2019. Groomed data from the 81 herdsmen 
monitors showed that from November 2018 to January 
2019, the 80 infrared cameras in Angsai area capture 
167 s ight ings  of  Snow Leopard (Panthera  uncia ) ,  24 
s i g h t i n g s  o f  L e o p a r d  (P a n t h e r a  p a r d u s ) ,  a n d  1 7 0 
s ightings of  smal l  and medium sized carnivores  l ike 
Tibetan Fox (Vulpes ferrilata ),  Red Fox (Vulpes vulpes ) 
and Wolf (Canis lupus L. ) .  This provided a lot of basic 
d a t a  f o r  i d e n t i f i c a t i o n  o f  i n d i v i d u a l  l e o p a r d s  a n d 
population estimates, research on the relation between 
leopards and snow leopards in the same territory, and 
interspecies relat ionship and behaviors  of  small  and 
medium sized animals.

T h e  c a m p a i g n  i nv i t e d  9  e x p e r t s  t o  g i v e  a  t w o - d a y 
lecture on ecological conservation and displayed 180 
exciting photographs taken by frontline environmental 
practitioners.  23 institutions and social organizations 
participated in the event.

I t  promotes protection of Chinese Crested Tern, the "Mythical Bird",  and its habitat in 
Xiangshan and Zhoushan Conservation Area. It sponsors environmental organizations in Zhejiang through
